Materials 





The materials used are dependant on the contract requirements.  Gold Seal industrial products are all environmental friendly and approved by MAF for use in meat handling and processing areas.  They also do not require the sand blasting preparation and do not contain the hazardous solvents associated with current paint systems.  The Gold Seal process also has the advantage of not requiring perfectly dry conditions for application.  The hot application and the use of wetting agents can readily cope with high humidity and damp condition.


All maintenance type dry film build coatings are used as required in standard trade practise

Contract management





The contract will be managed with the use of Daily Work Records that will provide the details of all labour, plant and materials used on the site, , any emergency or quality issues and traffic management issues.





All completed tasks identified in the schedule of work for each month will be reported and claimed for each month.  Any non-conformance regarding health and safety, traffic management or quality will be reported as required.





Programming and Reporting





The programming and reporting functions are carried out as required by the contract.  Monthly claims and details of expenditure and future programmes are sent monthly.  Inspection records of completed work can be provided as required.





Quality Management





Rustproof Services Ltd is committed to providing a quality product and service.  We are constantly striving to improve the operation of the company and provide a better service. 





Health and Safety





Rustproof Services Ltd deems the safety of our employees and the general public of paramount importance on all of the projects that we undertake.  Traffic Management Plans specific to this contract will be produced.


The Goldseal Group of companies combines to produce a common Health and Safety Policy , training record , equipment certification and hazard register that is continually being discussed and upgraded 





Communication





Communication with the engineer to the contract and their representative will be by regular contact to ensure that the contract flows smoothly and meets the desired outcome for both the client and the contractor. 


Formal communication will be by sequentially numbered Notice to Engineer. 


 These will formalise any verbal communication, site notices and faxes that may be sent in emergency situations.  Monthly programmes will be forwarded for approval and contract claims will be provided at the end of each month.





On site communication will be by radio telephone and cell phone. All work teams will have access to communications at all times. Key staff are available by 24 hour phone numbers and in all emergency situations.





METHODOLOGY


�


On tender acceptance the following system will be used:





Hazard identification will be undertaken and methods developed to eliminate or isolate the significant hazards and this information communicated to all staff and subcontractors working on the site. 


This is a continuing process.





The Work Programme will be produced for the approval of the engineer.  The Traffic Management Plan will be produced to ensure the safe passage of personel or traffic (for bridges ) during contract progression.  


The Quality Plan will be produced to ensure the testing requirements and quality standards are met.  


Commonly a combined safety meeting is held with site managers where hazard control measures and emergency procedures are discussed and recorded





Scaffolding will be installed if required.  


The surface of the required surfaces will be cleaned as required by the specification for the particular coating that is to be used.  Application of the coating will follow with particular attention to cracks, crevices and threads.  At the end of each work period the areas are inspected to ensure that the correct application has been applied.  The work will proceed progressively along the length of the structure.  


Any rubbish or unused product will be removed from the site.





Programming of all tasks will be on a weekly basis so that the coordination of any subcontractors can be achieved. Communication between work groups is daily.We have a sectional work schedule / hazard sheet where appropriate for specific work sections.





All site managers can be reached by cellular phone and communication to the Engineer will be by telephone, fax, or letter sequentially numbered. 





The key staff are included in the Technical Skills section.





The Quality Plan and Work Programme are the basis for the control of the contract. All daily activities are recorded on Daily Job Records giving all labour and plant inputs to each task and all materials used and their origin and quantities. Productivity, weather, site conditions, visitors to the site and any incident are recorded. At the end of each month a claim will be submitted with each completed item detailed as per the Schedule of Rates.





The company has checked the equipment needed and can hire additional resources if required.


  


We will ensure that all testing as required by the Quality Plan is carried out and that records will be forwarded as required. They will also ensure material compliance for all products that are used on the contract and this will be prior to incorporation into the contract.





Specific Details for the application of Gold Seal Industrial Rustproof





Preparation of corroded steelwork is important to the success of any coating.  Gold Seal Rustproofing requires that all loose scale, loose paint, dirt and dust be removed.  This is achieved by mechanical scraping, needle gunning and water blasting to remove any contaminants such as salt spray prior to application.  


Sandblasting is not a prerequisite in the preparation process.  


A single coat of Gold Seal Industrial Grade Rustproof is applied to even the most corroded surface; however particular attention must be paid to severely pitted areas during the application process.  The material is heated in excess of 70 degrees Celsius during the application process but sets off within some 10 to 15 seconds.  


Severely pitted areas are spot sprayed prior to the application of the final coat, which must be no less than 300 microns in thickness.  Badly pitted areas could be coated with up to 600 microns of Gold Seal.  


Areas such as holding down bolts, bearing plates and handrail fittings need special attention and receive an additional coating.  





Gold Seal has a pliable non-hardening nature, which will readily track into cracks; crevices and threads, which cannot be achieved by traditional, paint systems.





For areas of concrete Spalding where a coating is required on the exposed reinforcing the surface is prepared by high pressure water blasting to remove all loose rust, loose concrete and any other contaminant that may be present.  


A coating of Gold Seal Industrial Grade Rustproof is then applied over all exposed reinforcing and the surrounding concrete area.  


Very little prior rust removal or stabilising of the corrosion on the exposed reinforcing is necessary as Gold Seal includes chemicals and inhibitors for this purpose and is well proven in there action.  Coating of the surrounding concrete surface inhibits the ingress of any further moisture to cause deterioration of the reinforcing steel.  


Gold Seal does not require perfectly dry conditions for application.  It is a hot application and the wetting agents can readily cope with the high humidity and damp conditions.





Gold seal produces are environmentally friendly as they are approved by MAF for use in meat handling and processing areas.
